GUEST PLAYER RULES & ROSTER

Guest players are permitted for MAYSA Cup.

First introduced in 2004, this rule is being continued for the good of the game. MAYSA reserves
the right to change or revoke this policy in the future if found to be detrimental to the participants
of the event.

With all of that in mind, here are the details:

A maximum of three (3) guest players will be permitted for any team.

The roster is locked and cannot be modified once the team checks in.

Roster limits must be observed even when considering guest players. This means that each team will
still be capped at a maximum number of players permitted to participate in the event regardless of
whether the player is a member of the registered team or is a guest player. U9 & U10: 12 players,
U1l & U12: 14 players, U13 & U14: 18 players.

4. A player can still only play for one team at the MAYSA Cup.

5. The guest player must be at the same age or younger for the age group to which the team is
registered.

6. The guest player must be registered to a team within the same club as the team using him or her.

7. The guest player cannot be registered to a competitive team (Classic or State League or Regional
League participating players are not eligible to participate in the MAYSA Cup). The guest player must
be registered to a recreational or in-house team.
